Students identified in acts of vandalism or other inappropriate behavior will be removed immediately from 
the site and may, at the discretion of the Music Executive Committee, be disqualified from future participation in 
music activities in Region IX for a period of one to two years as set forth by the University Scholastic League 
Constitution and Contest Rules. Upon identification of guilty students, a letter will be written to the principal of the 
school the student attends, with copies to the supervisor of music, superintendent of schools, and director of the 
organization, detailing the extent of the infraction.  An invoice will follow this letter to the principal for monetary 
damages as soon as the host school has determined the amount. 
     All directors who have students competing or observing music activities in Region IX are to be directly responsible 
for the conduct of their students.  If necessary, each school should provide additional teachers and chaperones to 
assist the director in supervising students. All directors  who have students competing in music activities in Region IX 
must attend the event entered with their students o r cancel the entry , unless illness or other unforeseen 
emergency prohibit their attendance.  In any case, an official of the school must be at the contest with the 
student(s).  It is the responsibility of all individual director s in Region IX to notify their students of these 
policies and penalties in advance of each contest.

ENTRIES AND FEES 
 Region fees are $12.00 per entry and $75.00 per school surcharge.  The entry fee for a homeschooled student is 
$30.00.  For junior high and intermediate schools, the entry fee is as stated above for 5 or more students. The entry 
fee for schools that enter 4 or fewer students is $30 per student which is the same entry fee as homeschooled 
students.  Since Junior High Winds and Percussion combine the Region Band auditions with the Region Orchestra 
auditions, each school will pay a $75 surcharge to allow its students to be considered for the Region 
Orchestra.  Entry for JH Wind/Percussion will follow rules for that division. All other entries will be via TMEA web 
entry system. This will be the only option for entering the Region Orchestra process. The entry system will let you 
print out a master form, a copy of which must accompany the entry fee along with a photocopy of your current TMEA 
membership card (or the printed receipt from your on-line membership renewal). At the time of the posted deadline, 
all entries are final. Please double check your work, so no student gets left out and you are not charged additional 
fees.  Note: the web-site will not allow you to enter late ! A check or money order is made payable to “Region IX

1. All directors who have students competing or observing music activities in Region IX are to be 
directly responsible for the conduct of their students. The director may provide additional teachers 
and chaperones to assist the director in supervising students. 

 
2. All directors who have students competing in music activities in Region IX MUST ATTEND the 

event with their students, or cancel the entry. A proxy for the director may be accepted by the Region 
Chair only if the following conditions are met: 
a. The Region chair is notified of the conflict immediately. 
b. The proxy is capable of assuming the assigned duties of the director with the conflict. 
c. Said proxy is a certified school official, or a certified school official is present to supervise the
